Substrate assessment / pretreatment / pre

Ensure that the substrate is clean, dry and free from dust, laitance, grease,
oil and any other contaminants and assess / pre-treat / prepare substrate in
accordance with Triflex Specification proposal.

Prime in accordance with Triflex Specification proposal.

Initial resin mixing / decanting

1. Thoroughly mix the resin in the drum with a slow speed mixer until the resin
achieves a uniform consistency;
2. If required, decant a measured weight of resin into a suitable container.
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. Pour the resin into a clean mixing bucket and add the filler in the ratio 11.5
parts filler to 1 part resin (by weight) by slowly pouring the filler into resin
and thoroughly mixing with a slow speed mixer for at least 2 minutes and
until the mixture achieves a smooth, uniform consistency and colour;

. Use the mixed material within the pot life.
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Application method

Trowel or tamp. Ensure that the material is very well compacted.

Pot life (at 20°C)

Approximately 15 minutes.

Note: Times will be slightly increased at lower temperatures and slightly reduced
at higher temperatures.

Density
Approximately 2.10Kg/mm/m?.

Layer thickness
Above and below hot melt: min. 3mm / max. 50mm.

Other applications: min. 5mm / max. 50mm.

For layer thickness in excess of 50mm, allow previous layer to cure and use
multiple layers.

Rainproof Approximately 30 minutes

Can be walked on / over-

Interruptions during works

If work is interrupted for more than 12 hours or if soiled by rain etc., use Triflex
Cleaner to clean and reactivate the transition area. Overlay after Triflex Cleaner
has evaporated and a minimum 20 minutes / maximum 60 minutes after
application.
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Tool cleaning

Clean tools with Triflex Cleaner.

Storage / shelf life

Store unopened in a cool, dry, well ventilated place above freezing, out of direct
sunlight and in the original container.

Shelf life if stored correctly: minimum 6 months.
